Different Levels of Questioning
Level 1 – These questions come straight from the reading or notes that you have taken. You should be able to point to the answer.  ‘Just the Facts’
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Level 2 – These questions require analysis and interpretation from the reading or notes.  You should be able to back up your reasoning with support from the story.
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Level 3 – These questions are used to springboard into something bigger.  You may look at the ideas, themes and concepts in a story and develop some larger questions.
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Being able to question is the key to understanding and learning!!!
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
